Accounting

In today’s rapidly evolving business environment the ability to monitor and manage financial transactions is a sought after skill. Accounting firms require adept communicators to work as accounting consultants. Business and public sector organisations seek accountants with a broad business understanding and who can work with others and contribute to the strategic development of the organisation.

New Zealand Institute of Chartered Accountants Membership
Students can undertake a four-year programme of study based on the three year Bachelor of Business and the one year Graduate Diploma in Business, Bachelor of Business with Honours, or Postgraduate Diploma in Business to meet the academic requirements for admission to the New Zealand Institute of Chartered Accountants (NZICA).

CPA Australia Membership
Graduates of the Bachelor of Business will be eligible to apply for CPA Australia (Certified Practicing Accountants) membership provided core curriculum subjects are completed to meet academic requirements.

ACCA Membership (Association of Chartered Certified Accountants)
Graduates are eligible to register for ACCA membership. Bachelor of Business graduates may be exempt from up to nine of the 14 ACCA examinations.

WHAT THIS MAJOR COVERS

Year One
In the first year you will learn about ‘doing business’ and you will gain an understanding of core business disciplines and how they interact and impact on each other.

Disciplines covered include accounting, marketing, finance, economics, management, law and social science. This gives you a solid grounding for further study in your chosen major(s).

Year Two
In the second year you will gain an understanding of international regulations and practices,learn how accounting can support management decision-making, design systems around accounting controls, recognise the importance of finance and analyse and evaluate tax legislation.

· Financial Management

· Management Accounting

· Taxation

To be eligible for enrolment in a level six Accounting paper, a BBus student must achieve at least a B- grade average in Managing Business Relationships and Business Information Management.

Year Three
The final year combines the completion of academic study with applying it to actual business situations. You will complete a three month work placement for an organisation of your choice.

This provides invaluable business experience, allowing you to put theory into practice and it will prepare you for a smooth transition into employment after you graduate.
